Insuwrance Reminder for 2014

It is no longer mandatory to be a member of OEF to hunt or to ride - unless you are attending one of their
sanctioned shows or events.

Beaver Meadows Club is covered by blanket insurance from Intercity Insurance for all eventualities for
injury or damage to you, your horse or a third party's property, while taking part (including arriving and
leaving) in a club activity. Having said this, it is still recommended that OEF membership is a good idea, OR
some other insurance coverage, such as your house and property insurance which often includes "pets" and
horses are considered pets! OFAH will also insure you if you are a member and they have committed to
coverage for foxhunting under their membership policy.

Intercity also do personal (for non-club riding activities) equine coverage for $31.48 which is much less than

OEF and covers all the same things with some of them being better. For $31.48 Intercity gives you S5 million
personal liability plus $50,000 accident insurance regardless of how many horses you own (as long as you
are not commercial) and regardless of where the horses are kept, 24/7, anywhere in the world.

The choice is yours. Whatever you do, you are covered, so we will no longer be requiring proof of insurance
before you ride.

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HUNTING GUIDELINES EFFECTIVE 2014

Membership Subscription 2014
Sponsor Membership - $2,000

This membership is for a senior member who wishes to be a sponsor of Beaver Meadow Foxhounds. It runs
for a three year term consisting of a payment of $2,000 per year. At the end of the three year term members
will receive their colors to Beaver Meadow Foxhounds. Includes all hunt privileges plus one membership to
MFHA $35.

Senior Membership - $1,000

For members over 18 who are not in a full time educational facility. Includes all hunt privileges plus
membership to MFHA for $35.

Junior Membership 150.00

For members under the age of 25 as of Jan 1%, 2011 who are in a full time educational facility. Includes all hunt
privileges.

Supporting Membership - $200.00

Member may come to all social events.

Capping: A capping fee for riders will be issued at the cost of $100.00 for week-ends which also includes
the hunt breakfast. A capping fee for riders will be issued for riders of $50.00 on weekdays or during times
that the hunt has a tailgate breakfast. The hunt breakfast for all non-members will be $10. New riders may
cap multiple times in their first year. Pony Club members will hunt free but pay $10 for breakfasts. If
riders wish to continue to cap in their second year the fee would be $200.00 on week-ends which includes a
hunt breakfast and $100.00 on weekdays or during times that the hunt has a tailgate breakfast.

Additional notes to fee sheet 2014

MFHA: All FULL (Sponsor, Family or Senior) members will be made members of the Masters of Foxhounds of America
to comply with the MFHA’s request. Family members will only receive one copy of the MFHA’s magazine Covertside
per family.

Breakfasts: This is the meal eaten after coming in from hunting on Sundays and will be held in the house of the host
where possible, but may be “tailgate” which means everyone brings their own food and we eat at the trailers.

Everyone who is a member is expected to bring food at least twice during the year to the “indoor” breakfasts. A hunt
member will contact you to tell you the date you will be asked to provide breakfast. If you are unable to attend on that
date, you may ask to change, or you may be asked to send food anyway. Social and Pony Club members may also be
asked to help and will not have to pay on that day. Non-members, such as accompanying family who are not riding, will
be asked for $10 each time they eat. Landowners are not required to pay for lunch.

All members are expected to contribute efforts to the betterment of the club which means they should go to at least one
work party per year.

love animals. I've given money to the ASPCA in memory of a dog. I've taken an injured duck to a
somewhat astonished vet. And horses have been in my life since | started riding as a young girl.

Riding is collaboration between man and horse, and it's impossible to get a 2,000 -pound animal to
jump six-foot fences unl ess it wants to.

While I've never taken a carriage ride in Manhattan's Central Park, I've petted the sweet -smelling
horses as they stand lined up, noses in their feedbags, while sparrows jump about them on the prowl

for loose grain. Tourists snap picture s of the hansom cabs and the drivers in top hats and the
atmosphere is one of romantic obsolescence.

So | was upset when New York's new mayor, Bill de Blasio, made his first order of business to go after
these carriages. "We are going to quickly and aggr essively move to make horse carriages no longer
a part of the landscape in New York City," he promised in a news conference after his election.

"They are not humane."




Perhaps de Blasio believes that all horses should be roaming the plains in freedom. Or perhaps, as
some people have suggested , de Blasio was influenced by developers with an eye on the land now
occupied by the stables. Whatever the case, the mayor is not only putting 300 or so New Yorkers out

of work. He is also pushing a policy to which even the horses themselves might object.

To be sure, the city environment is not ideal for horses  -or, for that matter, humans. But horses are
adaptable creatures that have long lived in cities. And the life of a New York City carriage horse is

actually not b ad. Unlike the mustang, it doesn't have to find food or water, nor must it avoid the

wrath of ranchers or flee federal roundups - from which many horses are possibly being sent to the
slaughterhouse , in spite of laws to prevent it.

Also, unlike millions of Americans, carriage horses have a job -one with en viable privileges. How
many Americans are guaranteed a workday lasting no more than nine hours, with compulsory time
off when the temperature falls below 18 degrees Fahrenheit or rises above 90? How many of us are

legally entitled to a small dwelling, equipped with soft padding on the floor and a healthy diet, all

under the supervision of a medical professional? And how many of us get five weeks of mandatory
vacation?

| bet Manhattan's pedicab drivers look with envy at the benefits that the city's horses take for
granted.

Some people say horses are obsolete . It's true, the city does not need horse  -drawn carriages. Nor

does Rockefeller Center need anice  -skating rink. Nor does London need the double -decker bus. B ut
we are poorer when our cityscapes lose beloved icons. Some people say horses are dangerous . Yes,
a horse can be deadly in the hands of an amateur, but horses have not caused a human fatality in

New York City in many years.

According to the mayor, the unemployed horses would go to " sanctuaries ." But, unless they get to
run around in pastures all day long, horses, like humans, want to have a job. When they are
deprived of a daily work routine , they get bored and develop any number of number of disorders ,

including cribbing, pawing, weavi ng, blanket -chewing, head -bobbing and other repetitive actions.

The horse is a beast of burden, however harsh that may sound, and without its burden -as a draft
horse, race horse, show jumper, dressage artist, circus performer or pony -ride pony -it serves no
obvious purpose in the modern world. Unlike dogs, whose lives now imitate those of humans to a
frightening degree, horses are too big to jump into bed with you and they don't take well to the

latest fashions in rain wear. Still, if permitted, they canr  emain valued equine companions and
indispensable partners to carriage drivers. And, if the mayor remains incapable of getting the streets
plowed during snowstorms, a saddled up horse can offer good transportation, too.
