A Look at our Venues  

Nature Notes Nessa-Lee August 2015 

The August Hunter Pace at Nessa-Lee will explore a range of habitats, mostly the high and dry sandy 

areas typical of Ganaraska, showcasing the Forest and meadows in mid-summer.  We saw virtually no 

bugs on our trial ride (except for one magnificent dragonfly); which will be good for the comfort of 

you and your horse, but is not ideal for birds.  At this time of year there are few to be seen in this part 

of the Forest, except possibly for the occasional woodpecker and other common birds.  Many of the 

birds are hanging out in areas where there is more water.  Your ride will commence as before, 

circumventing a large hay field, and will wind around the edges of a stream bed before heading north 

on a new trail that will take you around the perimeter of a field that was sown for hay and 

overplanted with oats.  Although the oats have been harvested you will be able to see some 

remaining seed heads and your horse may enjoy a few, as long as you stick to the headlands.  Enjoy a 

pleasant canter up to the highest point; where you can relax and take in a spectacular view to the 

south all the way to Port Hope.  From there you will continue around the field and at the south end 

turn into the trail to the McEwan Nature Reserve that is managed by the Northumberland Land Trust.  

Here you will pass over a grassy meadowlands that were previously restored by a prescribed burn.  

Exiting the McEwan reserve you will head into the shady cool of the Central Ganaraska Forest, with 

its stands of pine plantations that were planted starting in 1921 as part of a massive effort to recover 

large areas in Ontario that had literally turned to sand dunes a result of over-logging and ill-advised 

agriculture.  Through selective thinning over the decades, much 

of the plantation area has been converted to mixed 

hardwoods and you will see many beautiful tall oak, maple and 

birch. You will wind your way north, and head west along the 

extension of Carmel Line, which will eventually become an 

infrequently-used paved road through agricultural land.  Just past 

the Cayuse Ranch you will turn south along an old rail bed back to Challice Line and Nessa-Lee.  Along 

the way you can see many summer wildflowers, almost all of which had some purpose for our 

ancestors.  Hopefully ȅƻǳ ǿƛƭƭ ƴƻǘƛŎŜ vǳŜŜƴ !ƴƴŜΩǎ [ŀŎŜΣ ƻǊ ǿƛƭŘ ŎŀǊǊƻǘΣ ǘƘŜ ŀƴŎŜǎǘƻǊ ƻŦ ƻǳǊ ŎǳƭǘƛǾŀǘŜŘ 

carrot.  Its lookalike Yarrow has fuzzy fern-like leaves that are edible, can be used as a hop-substitute 

in beer or to make an aromatic tea as well as repelling mosquitos and staunching bleeding.  There are 

plenty of sky-blue chicory, whose leaves may be used in a salad, and whose roots when dried can be 

used as a coffee substitute. (Early settlers were the first to discover this trick.)  You may see the 

butterfly weed with its striking orange flowers (a few of which are still in bloom), the milkweed that 

sustains the Monarch butterfly (a couple fluttered past on our pre-ride), and Blue Vervain with its

Take note of the tall, spiky sweet clover plant with its tiny white flowers, it helps to restore denuded 

areas and fixes nitrogen as well as being a forage plant ς your horse may enjoy a bite if you allow that 

sort of thing.  Towards the end of the old rail line there is a lovely big patch of mauve wild bergamot 

ς not to be confused with the orange bergamot tree used in Earl Gray Tea ς but which can be used to 

make a tea of its own.
